REPLACING BULBS: AC CONTROL HEAD,  
RADIO CONTROL HEAD & DRIVER INFORMATION PANEL

STEP 1.
To access the AC control head, radio control head and driver information  
panel bulbs, you must remove the center dash bezel covering the components.  
(First you will have to remove the center console shifter plate.)

STEP 2.
Open the console lid and pull back the black felt pad on the forward end  
of the console opening. 

STEP 3.
Remove the two 7mm head screws and the 7mm screw in the ashtray opening.

STEP 4.
Lift up and turn the transmission plate so that it rests parallel to the dash.  
If necessary, disconnect the shift indicator socket from the panel.

STEP 5.
Now remove the two lower 7mm screws. These hold the center bezel to  
the lower instrument panel.

STEP 6.
Remove the Phillips screws holding the center AC duct cover to the dash. 

STEP 7.
Lay the duct cover to the side and remove the 7mm screws holding the bezel to the dash. Remove the bezel.

STEP 8.
To remove the components, remove the 7mm screws holding each component to the dash. Do not turn the ignition on 
with the driver information panel unplugged from the dash. Doing so can set an air bag fault code. 1990 cars require 
the code to the removed from the air bag’s DERM (Diagnostic Energy Reserve Module) memory.

REPLACING BULBS: AUTO TRANSMISSION SHIFT INDICATOR

STEP 1.
To access the bulb, first unseat the center console trim 
panel, as noted in previous instructions.

STEP 2.
After removing the three 7mm screws holding the trim 
panel to the console, lift up the trim panel and unplug 
the light socket going to the PRNDL indicator assembly.

STEP 3.
Turn the socket counter-clockwise. The bulb should be a 
natural/amber bulb.

STEP 4.
When reassembling the plate, make sure the shift indi-
cator indexing tab is over the shift lever stud.
